eLearning

This eLearning program addresses legal definitions, indicators of abuse and maltreatment/neglect,
including indicators in a virtual environment, implicit bias in decision- making, adverse childhood
experiences (ACEs), trauma-informed practice, how to make a report to the New York Statewide
Central Register for Child Abuse and Maltreatment (SCR), what happens after making the call, and
confidentiality and immunity issues. Learners engage in interactive exercises where they apply
what they have learned. This is the New York State Office of Children and Family Services (OCFS)
course that is available through Cornerstone. It is the only course which meets the requirements
for mandated reporters contained in Part J) of Chapter 56 of the Laws of 2021.
